EXPRESS ASSUMPTION OF RISK, RELEASE OF RELIABILITY, WAIVER OF CLAIMS, AND INDEMNITY AGREEMENT (Self or Minor Child)

This Express Assumption of Risk, Release of Liability, Waiver of Claims, and Indemnity Agreement (the “Agreement”) is entered into by the undersigned, as individuals and as the parents and/or legal guardians of the minor child whose name is given on the signature page (the “Minor Child”), in favor of Chandra K. Chowanec, The Chowanec Family, Newberry Farm LLC. LLC., Stone Acres Therapeutic Riding Center employees, agents and volunteers (collectively the “Released Party”).  In consideration for the Minor Child being permitted to participate in Equestrian Activities, including, but not limited to riding, training, participating in instruction and/or clinics, competing, boarding and handling horses (including those classified by size as “ponies”) either at Newberry Farm LLC. LLC. or away from the premises at Equestrian related events, with or without supervision, we acknowledge and agree as follows:
1)  Dangerous Activity:  We acknowledge that horses can be unpredictable animals and fully realize that there are certain dangers inherent in Equestrian Activities, including the risks of property damage, personal injury and even death.  We recognize that even the best trained horses can and often do react rapidly and in unpredictable ways to a variety of stimuli, and even for no apparent reason at all.  We understand that neither the actions of the Minor Child, nor the actions of another person or animal can necessarily be controlled, and that the Minor Child’s safety and that of our horse and property cannot be guaranteed while participating in Equestrian Activities, whether during lessons, training sessions, pleasure rides or while grooming, longing, leading, or otherwise handling horses from the ground.  We have discussed these risks with the Minor Child who understands them to the extent possible given his/her age, and chooses to participate in Equestrian Activities despite the risks.

2) Assumption of Risk:  Understanding the risks involved, we voluntarily choose to allow the Minor Child to participate in Equestrian Activities and to be around horses, and EXPRESSLY ASSUME THE ASSOCIATED RISKS, INCLUDING THE RISK OF INJURY AND DEATH, WHETHER CAUSED BY THE NEGLIENCE OF ANY OF THE RELEASED PARTIES OR ANY OTHER CAUSE.  We accept full and complete responsibility for the safety of the Minor Child, ourselves, and guests or observers, our horse(s), and personal property.

3) Unpredictability of Cause, Personal Responsibility:  We understand that injuries and harm may result from working with and around horses from a variety of causes, including the acts of other persons, domesticated or wild animals, weather, ground conditions, and other causes not necessarily predictable.  We understand that it is our Minor Child’s responsibility to control the horse(s) he/she is handling or riding, even during instruction, and regardless of the acts of other humans or animals, and to act in a responsible manner to ensure to the extent possible his/her safety and that of others.

4) Personal Property:  We agree that we are responsible for the security of our own personal property, including horses, tack, and equipment, and that the Released Parties cannot guarantee the security of our property.  Should we leave any personal property at Newberry Farm LLC., we do so at our own risk.  None of the Released Parties shall have any liability to us in the event of loss, damage, unauthorized use by any person other than a Released Party, or theft of any such property.  We acknowledge that we need to purchase sufficient insurance to cover our own property, horse(s) and other interests at Newberry Farm LLC. as well as at competitions and other events off the premises.

5) Release and Waiver of Claims:  On behalf of our Minor Child, ourselves, our and his/her heirs, successors in interest, guardians, legal representatives and assigns, WE HEARBY RELEASE AND FOREVER DISCHARGE THE  RELEASED PARTIES, JOINTLY AND SEVERALLY, FROM ALL CLAIMS, ACTIONS, DEMANDS, RIGHTS, CAUSES OF ACTION AND LIABILITIES, IN LAW OR IN EQUITY, BASED UPON ANY BODILY INJURY OR DISABILITY, ILLNESS OR DISEASE, DEATH, FINANCIAL LOSS, PROPERTY LOSS, DAMAGE, DESTRUCTION OR OTHER HARM OF WHATEVER NATURE, WHETHER FORSEEN OR UNFORSEEN, THAT MAY BE SUSTAINED OR SUFFERED BY OUR MINOR CHILD, OURSELVES OR BY ANY OTHER PERSON AS A DIRECT OR INDIRECT CONSEQUENCE OF OUR MINOR CHILD’S PARTICIPATION IN EQUESTRIAN ACTIVITIES OR HIS/HER PRESENCE AT Newberry Farm LLC., WHETHER CAUSED BY NEGLIANCE OF THE RELEASED PARTIES OR OTHERWISE, provided that nothing in this section 5 shall be deemed to release any Released Party from liability arising from their own willful injury of our Minor Child or any other person or property.

6) Promise Not to Bring Suit:  We hereby agree and promise that we, our heirs, successors in interest, guardians, legal representatives and assigns will not bring a claim against, sue, demand compensation from or attach the property or assets of the Released Parties or any of them, either on our behalf or on behalf of our Minor Child, for any loss or damage arising or resulting directly or indirectly from our Minor Child’s participation in Equestrian Activities or our Minor Child’s presence at Newberry Farm LLC..

7) Indemnification:  We agree to indemnify, defend, and hold harmless each of the Released Parties from and against any and all claims, suits, demands, liabilities, damages, losses, costs and expenses, including but not limited to attorney’s fees arising from or in connection with the injury, illness or death of any person or the damage, destruction or loss of any of our or others’ property which might result, directly or indirectly, from our Minor Child’s participation in Equestrian Activities or by any horse owned by us or in our or our Minor Child’s control.

8) Invitees:  We agree that we will not permit, nor will we allow our Minor Child to permit any person other than the Released Parties to ride or handle our horse(s) at Newberry Farm LLC. Unless such a person has the express permission of Chandra K. Chowanec and has executed and delivered to Chandra K. Chowanec or to her stable manager a form of this agreement and/or other applicable form(s) required the Released Parties.  We agree that damages to the Released Parties that may arise from a breach of our agreement under this Section 8 include (a) liabilities and costs arising from claims that would have been released or waived had our invitee executed the required document(s), and (b) the costs and expenses defending any such claims.  We agree, jointly and severally, to indemnify, defend, and hold harmless each of the Released Parties from and against all such liabilities, costs, and expenses.

9) Representations and Warranties:  We hereby warrant that:

(a) WE HAVE VOLUNTARILY EXECUTED THIS AGREEMENT OF OUR OWN FREE WILL, WITHOUT DURESS OR PRESSURE FROM ANY PERSON.

(b) WE UNDERSTAND AND ACKNOWLEDGE THAT BY SIGNING THIS AGREEMENT WE ARE GIVING UP CERTAIN LEGAL RIGHTS, INCLUDING THE REGHT TO RECOVER DAMAGES IN CASE OF INJURY, DEATH OR PROPERTY DAMAGE.  WE UNDERSTAND THAT THIS DOCUMENT IS A PROMISE NOT TO SUE AND A RELEASE AND INDEMNIFICATION FOR ALL CLAIMS.

10) Choice of Law, Jurisdiction:  The terms of the Agreement shall be governed by and interpreted according to the law of the State of Connecticut, the courts of which shall have exclusive jurisdiction over any matter arising hereunder.  For the purposes of interpreting the Agreement, we hereby agree that services provided by the Released Parties are for the purposes of training, caring for and instructing horses and riders.

11) Severability:  We agree that this document is intended to be as broad and inclusive as is permitted by Connecticut State law.  If any portion of this Agreement is determined to be invalid, illegal, or unenforceable, that portion shall be severable, and the validity, legality and enforceability of the balance of the Agreement shall not be affected or impaired in any way and shall continue in full legal force and effect.

WE HAVE READ THIS ENTIRE AGREEMENT CAREFULLY, AND FULLY UNDERSTAND ALL OF ITS TERMS AND CONDITIONS. STABLE RULES
Safety is of the utmost importance to us. We ask that you please take these rules very seriously. The more you know, the more fun we have. We have divided the rules into categories to make them more meaningful for everyone. 
RULES FOR VISITORS/GUESTS:
1. Smoking is prohibited in the barn, barn isle, near bedding, hay or manure storage areas.

2. Please do not feed (or allow your guests to feed) our animals. Changes in their diet can cause harm or even death to our fuzzy friends.
3. HELMETS ARE MANDITORY- Please note all signs on the property and stay in visiting/viewing areas where helmets are not required. Parents and guests are welcome in the viewing area above the ring near the cars.  Please remember that movement and your presence can create a distraction for horse and rider. We ask that siblings/friends be aware of this rule especially, so as not to create an unsafe situation for anyone (i.e. yelling, screaming, and running around wildly). 
4. Please give thought to clothing items such as rain gear and umbrellas. Rain coats with reflective material and umbrellas blowing in the wind can cause horses to become startled.

5. No dogs are allowed at the main barn. If you want to bring your dog, please park in front of the small barn and proceed directly to street to walk.

6. Please ask permission before taking pictures. While we do want you to have the opportunity to have keepsake photos, the use of cameras and flashes can startle horses.

7. PLEASE DRIVE SLOWLY AT ALL TIMES WHILE AT NEWBERRY FARM. HORSES AND RIDERS HAVE THE RIGHT OF WAY AT ALL TIMES, VEHICLES DO NOT.

8. No guests may ride or handle horses at NF without prior permission from NF Management. 
RULES FOR RIDING STUDENTS:
1.  
HELMETS ARE MANDITORY- All riding school participants must wear an ASTM/SEI approved helmet. Helmets must be worn while in the tacking area at all times, unless you have written permission by Chandra and it is on file.

2. Proper riding attire is required. Clothes should fit well. Shoes/boots should have a low heel and proper laces (not excessively long). Coats should be free of any accessories dangling from them. And jewelry should be left at home, so as not to lose it or have it become damaged. 

3. Students may not enter the tacking area unless accompanied by an instructor or authorized personnel. 

4. Please give thought to clothing items such as rain gear and umbrellas. Rain coats with reflective material and umbrellas blowing in the wind can cause horses to become startled.

5. Please ask permission from instructor before entering a ring while a lesson is in progress.

6.
NF horses/ponies are not be ridden unless in a lesson.

7. PLEASE DRIVE SLOWLY AT ALL TIMES WHILE AT NEWBERRY FARM. HORSES AND RIDERS HAVE THE RIGHT OF WAY AT ALL TIMES, VEHICLES DO NOT.

8. No guests may ride or handle horses at NF without prior permission from NF Management. 

9. Releases must be signed and approved by NF Management before anyone may handle or ride any horses (including being in tacking area and paddocks).

10. The barn isle and wash areas are to be kept free of grooming tools, equipment, hair, and manure. Hoses must be coiled after use. Please clean up after your horse. Please do not waste water. Turn off after use and use buckets whenever possible.

11. Please notify NF Management of any necessary repairs, maintenance, needed supplies or problems by leaving it on the memo board in the tacking up area. Concerns and questions should be directed to NF Management. 

12. NF hours are from 8 AM to 7 PM Monday thru Saturday. Please make sure you leave the premises at closing time. If you are last to leave, please be sure ALL lights and water are off. There are NO lessons on Sunday.

13.
Please do not leave any horse unattended in tacking area or in any arena.

14. Jumping is ONLY allowed as approved by NF Management. 
15. Board/Tuition is due and payable on the first of every month. Invoices not paid by the 10th of the month will incur a $15 late fee and be billed to the credit card on file. 

16. No one including boarders or students is allowed to take hay, grain, or shavings without permission and payment. 

17. All cancellations for horse show entries and arrangements for horse show accommodations are non-refundable.

BOARDER RULES:

1.
HELMETS ARE MANDITORY- All boarders must wear an ASTM/SEI approved helmet. Helmets must be worn while in the tacking area and on horses at all times, unless you have written permission by Chandra and it is on file.

Please do not leave any horse unattended in tacking area or in any arena.

4. Report any change of personal information (i.e. address, telephone number, e-mail, or horse status) to NF Management. If you board or lease a horse at NF and plan to leave town, please notify management where you can be reached and what arrangements you have made or need for your horse. 

5. Blankets are the responsibility of the horse owner (on/off, etc.). Remember that improper blanketing can cause harm or even death. There may be a charge for NF Management to change blankets.

6. All equipment/tack belonging to boarders must be kept in a tack trunk. Only blankets and sheets are to be kept on the designated wall. 

7. Please notify NF Management of any necessary repairs, maintenance, needed supplies or problems by leaving it on the memo board in the tacking up area. Complaints should be directed to NF Management. 

8. NF hours are from 8 AM to 7 PM Monday thru Saturday. Please make sure you leave the premises at closing time. If you are last to leave, please be sure ALL lights and water are off. There are NO lessons on Sunday.

9. No dogs are allowed at the main barn. If you want to bring your dog, please park in front of the small barn and proceed directly to street to walk.

10. Board/Tuition is due and payable on the first of every month. Invoices not paid by the 10th of the month will incur a $15 late fee and be billed to the credit card on file. 

11. No one including boarders or students is allowed to take hay, grain, or shavings without permission and payment. 
12. Boarding at NF is a privilege. Actions such as stealing, use of narcotics, flagrant damage or destruction of stable property, abuse of any kind such as, but not limited to animals, verbal or physical to NF Management or anyone on premises, or any other action deemed detrimental to NF and its participants will NOT be tolerated and will result in the immediate expulsion from the premises without refund.

13. You are herby advised that the direct loss, damage or injury to your horse, tack equipment, or trailer is not covered by NF insurance, while on these premises. You as the owner of these property items have the financial interest in same, therefore it is up to you to be sure they are insured under a homeowner’s, tenant or other insurance policy, or under a separate policy as in the case of loss, injury, damage, or death of a horse. Use of other boarder tack is prohibited. 

14. All cancellations for horse show entries and arrangements for horse show accommodations are non-refundable.

15. No guests may ride or handle horses at NF without prior permission from NF Management. 

16. There will be a 15% commission charged on any sale, lease or purchase transaction.
17. Any damages or unpaid bills will be charged to the credit card on file.

Riding Fees & Cancellation Policy

We have discussed these risks with the Minor Child who understands them to the extent possible given his/her age and choose to particiapte in Equestrian Activities despite the risks.
